Message from Bishop Seamus 

We are blessed with many devoted and 

committed Extraordinary Ministers of Holy 

Communion who not only help their broth-

ers and sisters receive the Lord at Mass but 

also express our concern for those who 

are sick and housebound.  Ministers going 

out to those unable to join us for Sunday 

Mass have made it possible for very large 

numbers of parishioners to receive Holy 

Communion frequently.  

I would be grateful if you could remind 

your Extraordinary Ministers of our grati-

tude for all that they do but also to point 

out that on being given the Blessed Sacra-

ment they are expected to go immediately 

to the home of that housebound per-

son.  For example, Extraordinary Ministers 

may not take the Blessed Sacrament from a 

Saturday Vigil Mass to their own homes and 

keep it there overnight with a view to visit-

ing the sick the next morning.  Where the 

custom is to go to the housebound on a 

Sunday Morning while there is no conven-

ient celebration of Mass on that day then 

provision should be made for ministers to 

obtain the Blessed Sacrament from the 

Tabernacle shortly before they exercise 

their ministry.
